RULES AND CONDITIONS

1. All exhibitors to the best of their knowledge shall not exhibit any Alpaca showing signs and symptoms at the time of the Show.

2. All male Alpacas must be completely entire and deemed to be physically sound. Any Alpaca not deemed to be completely entire and physically sound by the appointed inspector or veterinary surgeon shall not compete.

3. Any marks of spaying in females shall disqualify them from competing

4. The owner or exhibitor disapproved as an exhibit by the Chief Steward must, immediately on notice to that effect remove such exhibit if required.

5. Any wether entry may be either registered or unregistered alpaca. No wether may have visible genetic faults and must be castrated.

6. Exhibitors must keep the stall allotted to their animals clean and give proper attention to their stock throughout the show.

7. All Alpacas (other than wethers) must be registered with the Australian Alpaca association and carry an approved brass ear tag showing the animal’s IAR number and must be shown in the name of the registered owner or lessee.

8. Studs with a certificate for MN3 and a Certificate for Q Alpaca will be penned with MN3. Studs who are part of Q Alpaca without an MN3 certificate will be penned with MN1.

9. The Australian Alpaca Association shall appoint a person or persons as an inspector or inspectors who shall inspect all Alpacas for genetic faults, colour, class and IAR number.

10. The inspection of all Alpacas will commence at 8.30am Saturday 13th May, 2005.

11. Alpacas not in their allotted pens available for inspection at the official times may be disqualified by the Chief Steward. Exhibitors must be in attendance at the time of inspection.

12. Exhibit must carry a minimum fleece length of 5cm.

13. Any decision or determination of disqualification is entirely within the direction of the Chief Steward and shall not be challenged or called into question in any proceedings or in any matter whatsoever.

14. Protests and all matters arising there from shall be determined conclusively and shall not be the subject of any appeal to any court or any order of review or of a similar nature.

15. A competitor may not discuss with the Judge their Alpacas or proposed exhibits with him/her prior to, or during the show.

16. The judge’s decision shall be final, and has the power of withholding prizes from the exhibit not deemed to be worthy of that prize.

17. All attendants leading stock in the Judging Ring shall wear a white coat and neat attire.

18. The Chief Steward may disqualify an exhibitor for incorrect attire

19. All exhibitors shall on the day of the show obtain from the Chief Steward their pen position and class numbers. Class numbers of the exhibit must be worn and clearly displayed whilst in the Show Ring.

20. The animals must not be removed from their allotted pens whilst judging is in progress except by order of the Chief Steward.

21. All Handlers showing animals must be competent in handling of their exhibit, or removal from the ring may be ordered by the Judge.

22. The Chief Steward will classify all entries for colour and has the power to transfer an exhibit to the class, which in their opinion, should have been entered.

23. The Chief Steward will combine or split classes as he/she sees fit.

24. All animals shall not carry more than 18 months fleece.

25. Sires progeny class-This class is for two progeny from the one sire, there must be at least two entries in the class before the class will take place. A sire’s progeny cannot contain a wether, but may be a group of males, females or males and females. Progeny need not be owned or bred by the one exhibitor, but all must be progeny from the one sire and drawn from ordinary classes.

26. Only one entry fee per group of sire’s progeny is required. The exhibit may be entered on the day of the show before 12noon.

26. Only one fleece that has been     shorn in the 18 months prior to the Show may be shown from any one animal.

Fleece sections based on the age of the Alpaca at the Date of Shearing. 

Prize winning fleece only will be displayed.
The entrant shall enter each animal’s registration details on the ENTRY FORM and attach a COPY OF EACH ANIMAL’S REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE (BOTH SIDES) to the entry form.
